Senior Sergeant Emma Musgrave went on to say that our business does not get a mention when
violence is mentioned in the CBD of Albury.

Before our conversation concluded, | asked Senior Sergeant Emma Musgrave if | could mention hers
and Senior Sergeant Mick Strachan’s name in my submission to the council. She said that | could

quote her.

Therefore, with the assurance that the police will not object to an exemption to item 6.4 of Street &
Outdoor Activities Policy 2012, | request the city council do the same, and duly notify us.

We are available to speak to the Council’s representatives if further discussion on this matter is
required.

Draft Swimming Pools Inspection Policy



POLICY NAME | Swimming Pools Inspection Policy ;lb Ci
DIRECTORATE | Planning and Environment ury(ity

PURPOSE

The purpose of the policy is to identify and define a program for the inspection of swimming pools,
particularly the associated safety fencing, within the Albury Local Government area to ensure they
meet the requirements of the Swimming Pools (Amendment) Act 2012.

SCOPE

The policy seeks to provide the community, and swimming pool owners with an understanding of their
responsibility to ensure and provide for a suitable and required level of safety for young children
around swimming pools.

This policy applies to the regulatory staff of the Building Surveying and Compliance Teams within
Councils Planning and Environment Group for the regulation, including inspection and assessment, of
swimming pools.

CONTENT

The amendments to the Swimming Pool Act 1992 provided key changes to the regulation of swimming
pools in NSW. These include:

1. Property owners with pools must register their pools on a state wide, on-line register between 29
April and 29 October 2013;

2. Property owners are to provide a valid swimming pool ‘Certificate of Compliance’ (obtainable from
Local Government or an accredited private consultant) prior to selling or leasing their property.
This requirement will come into effect from the 29 April, 2014; and

3. Councils are required to develop a swimming pools inspection program in consultation with their
communities and issue compliance certificates where the pool barrier complies with the Act. The
rate of inspection is entirely at the discretion of the individual Council with the exception of pools
on properties on which there is tourist accommodation or where there are more than two
dwellings where the Act specifies the rate of inspection (minimum of once every three years).

This policy is to enable the formal implementation of the inspection program mentioned in 3 above and
to provide an opportunity for the community to provide input into the program.

CRITICAL ISSUES

Drowning is a leading cause of accidental death in very young children who lack the cognitive and
water skills to deal with danger. With more than 1,500 swimming pools in the Albury Local
Government area there is a significant and ongoing risk that an accident could happen.

Ensuring swimming pools are safe is an important step in preventing children drowning. Supervision of
children in and around swimming pools is a further measure, essential to preventing unnecessary and
unwanted childhood drowning.
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Inspection Program

Albury City currently has approximately 1,500 swimming pools within its boundaries that will require
dedicated resources and a clear structured program to ensure a consistent approach in line with
legislative requirements

Council will stage the inspection process to cover the three districts of Lavington, Albury and
Thurgoona. The scheduling of the inspections will be carried out in alphabetical order of street names
and scheduled for a minimum of_20 swimming pool inspections per month.

It is anticipated that the inspection program will take in excess of six years to cover all registered
pools. Subject to an interim review of results and progress it is anticipated at the completion of the
initial round of inspections, the number of routine inspections to be performed will reduce to 10 per
month.

The initial inspection process will include recent swimming pool installations that have not had a final
inspection. These inspections may not necessarily attract a fee with their initial inspection as a
component of the application fee to install the pool would have covered the final inspection. However,
should the fencing to the pool fail the initial inspection, the fee for a subsequent inspection may apply.

For the purposes of the Swimming Pools (Amendment) Act 1992, a “Swimming Pool Certificate of
Compliance” or a “Final Occupancy Certificate” (under the Environmental Planning and Assessment
Act for new installations) will remain valid for a period of three years. A pool that is the subject of a
valid Certificate of Compliance or an Occupancy Certificate shall not be included on the schedule for
inspection whilst that particular certificate is current.

Tourist Accommodation — Multi Unit Development

As mentioned above, the Swimming Pools Act requires pool installations associated with premises on
which there is tourist accommodation or where there are more than two dwellings, to be inspected at
least once every three years. This section of the legislation will commence on 29 April 2014.

Inspections - General
Immediately prior to the performance of the inspection for known pools, the date that the pool was
approved will be determined.

All pool will be assessed against the legislation that was applicable at the time of approval. If no pool
fence exists, unless an exemption under the Swimming Pools Act has been granted, a fence
complying with the current standard will be required to be installed. Where a fence has been installed,
and during the inspection, there are minor departures faults, these faults will be required to be
resolved as maintenance items.

The time permitted to resolve fault will depend upon the scope of the work and the situation existing
with the particular pool installation. However, should the level of cooperation be unsatisfactory, a
report will be prepared and presented to the Director, Planning and Environment recommending a
suitable course of action.
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Fees

The amendments enable Council to charge a fee for this service up to a maximum level prescribed in
the Regulation. The fees are intended to cover the cost of providing this service. AlburyCity will review
the fees as part of its annual budget process. The fees will be determined annually and available in
Council’s Fees and Charges.

Notice

A minimum of two weeks prior notice of inspection will be provided by Council. The notice will provide
the owner with the opportunity to establish a convenient time for the inspection, remind the owners of
the applicable fee and organise the payment of the appropriate fee. In any case, the Certificate of
Compliance will not be issued until the inspection fees have been paid in full.

RISK

The Division of Local Government has determined that the level of risk associated with swimming
pools varies within the community depending upon the nature and use of the property. The new
legislation, places a greater emphasis on properties containing multi unit development, tourist or visitor
accommodation and on short term or rental properties than with pools located upon private or
domestic properties. This is evidenced by:

e Pools on properties containing multi unit development and tourist or visitor accommodation are to
be inspected on a mandatory three yearly basis; and

e The owners of properties that are being sold or where the occupants may change regularly (rental
properties) are required to provide a current swimming pool certificate of compliance or final
occupancy certificate. This effectively means that, where occupancy is subject to constant change
pools will be inspected on every change of occupancy where the certificate of compliance has
Lapsed (every three years).

AlburyCity will maintain a higher frequency inspection program for these properties. This will ensure
these properties are inspected at a minimum of once in every three years.

It appears to be accepted that the typical single dwelling, where occupancy is generally more
consistent such as with “owner/occupier” or long term lease arrangements, occupants will more
adequately maintain the property and ergo, any associated pool fencing. The level of awareness of the
surroundings and dangers will also progressively increase with time. Any child residing at such
properties will mature and become more able to satisfactorily negotiate any potential danger that a
swimming pool will present.

AlburyCity has relied on these elements in determining our inspection program. In performing the
target number of 20 inspections per month, it will take in excess of 6 years to inspect every pool in
Albury.
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Consequently, it would appear reasonable that the resultant inspection rate of potentially once in the
initial six year period will result in an acceptable level of risk. This is particularly so when it is
acknowledged:

e The current level of inspection is predominantly aimed at relatively new installations where a final
inspection has not been performed; and

e The inspection of older pools currently only occurs when a property is sold and at the request of a
potential purchaser.

It is considered that once all pools have been inspected and any deficiencies rectified, it is reasonable
to reduce the rate at which pools are inspected. This will be subject to a further review of this policy
based on any data or information generated during the first round of inspections.
